If patient is actively breastfeeding, then extract breast milk, freeze
itin a refrigerator, and for next 12 hours, someone else (other than
the mother) must feed the same (lukewarm) milk to the baby.

On the day of procedure

Proof of doctor’s request is necessary for starting the procedure.
The patient must be with a responsible carer.

Have at least V2 litre of plain water 1 hour before the procedure.
Wear loose-fitting but warm clothes. Do not bring expensive and
metallic jewellery or accessories.

Bring all your relevant medical records (e.g., doctors’ notes, blood
reports, reports, treatment details, ECG, angiography / angioplasty
reports, etc.).

Procedure’s major steps [total: 5 - 7 hours]: (1) Registration, IV
cannula (30 min). (2) 25 - 50 gram oral glucose followed by insulin
injection. (3) FDG injection once satisfactory blood glucose level
is reached (2 hours). (4) FDG distribution within the body (60 - 90
min). (5) On scanner table (20 min). (6) Quick survey of scan and
discharge (30 min).

After procedure

For 6 hours, maintain at least 1 metre-distance from pregnant
ladies and children younger than 10 years’ age. Close contact
with other adults is safe.

Drink plenty of water throughout the day.

Preserve the DVD / USB drive issued with the text report and
images for future comparison. Please ensure that the DVD does
not get scratched or damaged in any other manner.

Discomfort/ risks: (1) Pain and/or extravasation during IV cannula
insertion and injections. (2) Possible nausea while having gluc-
ose. (3) Insulin can cause anxiety, giddiness, etc.
